All responses MUST be typed.  Answer all questions below in complete sentences.  The actual article or a copy of the article must be turned in with your response.  You may choose any science-related article which may come from newspapers, magazines or the internet.  If you are writing about an article from the internet please include the full internet address and print the article.  This assignment is worth 10-35 points, which will depend on the length of the article and the length of your responses.  You may only do one Newsflash per quarter.  The last day that these papers will be accepted is the Friday before the last week of the quarter.  
I. Your typed Newsflash must have the following information typed at the top (5 points).  

a. Your name and class period (Remember anonymous papers are not graded).  

b. Title of the article. 

c. Author(s) of the article.

d. Date the article was written.  

e. Publisher (i.e. Reno Gazette Journal, National Geographic magazine). 

f. Of this is from a newspaper or magazine give the pages and section if applicable.  If this is from the internet give the FULL internet address.  Print the article as well.  

II. Questions-Include the question with your response of 1-3 complete sentences (5-15 points).  All answers to Part II are to be in your own words and written in outline form.  

a. Who or what is the subject/topic of the article?

b.  When does the topic or events of your article occur? 

c. Where does it take place (geographical location such as city, state or country)

d. Why is it interesting or important (i.e new vaccine or international space station)?

e. Why did you choose this article (I’m interested in medicine or space travel)?

f. List 5-10 interesting facts (facts from the entire article in your own words; more facts=more points). 

III. Summary-this should be 1-3 paragraphs summarizing the entire article (5-15).  This is to be a summarization in paragraph from and written in your own words.  Remember, a paragraph consists of: 
a. An introductory sentence.

b. The body which is at least 5 sentences.

c. The closing or concluding sentences.
